Safety Officers report:
Members are reminded that you must fly from one of the 5 flight stations. Only 1 transmitter per
station.

New Business:

Tim Attaway presented a brief introduction to the IMAC competition we will be hosting this August. A
brief discussion was held as to what to anticipate, and how long the actual competition should take.
Further discussion will be at the upcoming meeting. Please make an effort to attend this meeting.

Todd Jennings (MCAS Miramar Fire Inspector) made a presentation to the club on basic fire protection
out at the field. The presentation was on the types of fire extinguishers out at the field and how to use
them. Asa rule of thumb, if a fire takes more than 2 fire extinguishers, the fire is too big to take care of.
If ANY fires occur during our operations, FIRST, alert the other members at the field that a fire has
started, and SECOND, CALL the FIRE DEPARTMENT! We have posted the number in the pin box, and
have set it up as a preset in the cell phone. This number will get you directly to the Fire Department
Dispatch. This number shall also be used if there are any serious or life threatening injuries out at the
field.
